Name Origin: The race was named for the former Louisville Thoroughbred breeding and racing farm that dominated the American race scene in the early 1900s.
George J. Long, a wealthy foundry owner, purchased Bashford Manor Farm in 1887 and developed his Thoroughbred operation that provided him two Derby wins
as an owner, 1892 and 1906, and three as a breeder, 1892, 1899 and 1906. In addition, Bashford Manor also won the Kentucky Oaks with Selika in 1894 and
Kathleen in 1915. The original Wilder family owned Bashford Manor. The Wilders were direct descendants of Lord Baltimore, whose English home was also
called Bashford Manor. Long died in 1930 and the farm was eventually sold in 1973 to make way for the development of a mall complex, fittingly named Bashford
Manor, that formally closed in 2003.
