Owned by Korea Racing Authority
and trained by Brad Cox, Knicks Go earned $9,258,135 from a record of 10-4-1 in 25 starts. In advance of winning the 2021 Breeders’ Cup Classic (GI) at
Keeneland, Knicks Go was a four-length winner of the $400,000 Lukas Classic (GIII) beneath the Twin Spires. He won the Breeders’ Futurity (GI) and was second
to Game Winner in the 2018 Breeders’ Cup Juvenile (GI) at age 2 for trainer Ben Colebrook. After a winless 3-year-old season (0-for-8), he was transferred to Cox
as 4-year-old and he won each of his three starts including the 2020 Breeders’ Cup Dirt Mile (GI). His championship 5-year-old season included wins in the
Pegasus World Cup (GI), Cornhusker Handicap (GIII), Whitney (GI), Lukas Classic (GIII) and Breeders’ Cup Classic (GI). The Maryland-bred son of Paynter
finished second to 2021 Breeders’ Cup Dirt Mile (GI) winner Life Is Good in his final career start — a defense of his Pegasus World Cup (GI) title on Jan. 29, 2022.
