General Admission with a KHRC License
Horsemen and Women are welcome to use their Kentucky Horse Racing Commission License
(KHRC License) at any of the Churchill Downs entrances to gain complimentary access for
themselves and 1 guest into the frontside for races.

Parking
Parking for our Horsemen and Women will be available in the Black Lot on live race days

during the Spring Meet. A 2024 Reserved Frontside & Stable Area pass is required for entry
into this lot.

KHRC licensed owners and trainers may pick up their Horsemen parking passes in the Stable
Office, located on the backside.
